Safety Precautions                                                                              

For you own safety, do not connect the device to the mains before having thoroughly read these instructions. The following basic safety measures must be followed during the set-up and operation of the device.

· Keep this instruction manual handy for consultation when needed.

· If you give this device to someone else, enclose this instruction manual.

· Protect the device from extreme heat, sunlight and dust.

· Only use the device in moderate climates: avoid tropical and highly humid climates.

· Protect the device from all kinds of moisture, including splashes and humidity.

· Do not use close to water, e.g. near a bathtub, washbasin, sink or swimming pool or in a damp cellar.

· Avoid the AC adapter cable from being damaged by being bent or through contact with sharp edges.

· Regularly inspect the device for any damages. If the AC adapter or the power cord is damaged, have the defective part repaired by a specialist, as special tools are required.

· Do not open the housing under any circumstances.

· Do not attempt to repair the device yourself under any circumstances. Turn to an authorized dealer or a qualified customer service for maintenance and repair work.

· Hold the plug, not the power cord, to disconnect the plug from the power socket.

· Disconnect the AC adapter from the power socket if you are not going to use the device for an extended period.
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This device should not be used outdoors.

· Children are often unaware of the dangers associated with the use of electrical appliances. Therefore, never leave children unattended with your appliance. This device should not be used outdoors.

· Place the device on an even, stable work surface. Dropping the device could result in damage to the device. If necessary, use the supplied double-sided adhesive tape to fasten the device to the surface.
Remote Control                                                                                       

Inserting the Batteries

1. Open the battery compartment (15) of the remote control.

2. Insert the two enclosed batteries (LR3/R3/AAA) into the battery compartment. Watch the polarity (+/-)

3. Close the battery compartment (15) of the remote control.

· Only use the specified or equivalent battery types.

· Do not use different battery types or new and used batteries together.

· Remove the batteries if the device is not going to be used for an extended period.

· Promptly remove empty batteries from the battery compartment to prevent them from leaking.

Utilisation

Point the remote control at the display panel and press the desired key.

Make sure there are no objects between the remote control and the display panel.

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Set-Up                                                                                           

CAUTION!

Make sure that the voltage details on the type plate of the AC adapter correspond to the specifications of your power supply.

· Use the supplied two-sided adhesive tape to permanently fasten the device in a specific place. The adhesive tapes will only stick to a dry, even, smooth, and clean surface.

· Stick it under the two supports (1,3) and stick the device to a solid surface.

· The tilt of the LED display (2) can be adjusted by turning it.

· Connect the plug (27) of the AC adapter cable to the socket (6) on the device. 

· Connect the AC adapter (26) to an easily accessible power socket. The device remains active as long as it is connected to the power supply. When started for the first name, the message “Say it with +messenger+” appears in the LED display (2) after a few seconds. Later on, the message saved under BANNER (see Composing Messages) will be displayed.

· The control indicator (4) flashes whenever there is any activity on the LED display (2) and when a key is pressed on the remote control.

Composing Messages                                                                                          

Note:

The device is equipped with 10 memories (M0-M9) and the BANNER memory. Texts of up to 80 characters each can be saved in each of these memories. However, the total character count may not exceed 470.
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The device has a filter that screens the text for obscene words. If any of the words you entered is displayed as ****, the word is not permitted.

Composing Messages                                                                                               

Entering a Message

· To enter the input mode, press EDIT (9). The last displayed message will appear.

· To delete individual characters, press ERASE (12). To delete the entire message, press DOWN (16).

· To insert a character, press one of the input keys (8). To insert a different character mapped to the same key, press the key several times.

· To insert a white space, press SPACE (20).

· To switch between lower case and upper case letters, press SHIFT (24).

· To display the message, press PLAY (17).

· To edit the message, press EDIT (9).

· To save the message, press STORE (23) and then one of the keys from M0 to M9 (11) or BANNER (25). The message stored under BANNER will be displayed in the following situations:
	· When the device is connected to the mains.

	· If no remote-control key is pressed for 30 seconds and no message is displayed.


Displaying Messages                                                                                     
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To display a saved message, press one of the keys from M0 to M9 (11) or BANNER (25). The message stored in the respective memory will be displayed. 
Displaying Messages                                                                                      
· To display the current message continuously, press ONLY (22).
· To display the message in mirrored form, press MIRROR (19).
Programming Message Sequences                                                                                      

The device can be programmed to display a sequence of up to 16 different messages.

· To avoid unwanted messages from being displayed, delete the program memory. To do this, press SETUP (10) and then ERASE (12).

· Then select the saved messages one after the other as described under Displaying Messages.

· After selecting all messages, press PLAY (17) once to display once.

· To display the message sequence continuously, press PLAY (17) twice.

· To cancel the message display, press CANCEL (7).

· To store this message sequence permanently, press SETUP (10) and then STORE (23). The next time you connect the device to the mains, press PLAY (17) to display the stored message sequence.

Library – International Characters                                                                                      
To program your own messages with international characters

· In the text entry mode, press LIBRARY then followed by the library number (see Font Table 1), i.e.: 05= Ä; 79=£, then the desired font will be incorporated into your message.
To simply display an international character

· When the display unit is displaying messages, press LIBRARY followed by the library number (see Font Table 1), i.e.: 05= Ä; 79=£, then your desired character will be shown immediately.

Setting the Message Speed                                                                                       

Increasing the Speed

· To increase the speed, press SPEED (18) and then UP (21).

Reducing the Speed

· To reduce the speed, press SPEED (18) and then DOWN (16).

Note:

When the AC adapter is connected to the device, the device is set to maximum speed. The speed setting is deleted when the AC adapter is disconnected from the device.

Setting the Display Brightness                                                                                      

Increasing the Brightness

· To increase the brightness, press LIGHT (13) and then UP (21). 
Reducing the Brightness

· To reduce the brightness, press LIGHT (13) and then DOWN (16).
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Setting the Message Brightness                                                                                                                                    

Note:

When the AC adapter is connected to the device, the device is set to maximum speed. The speed setting is deleted when the AC adapter is disconnected from the device.

Cleaning and Care                                                                                      

· Before cleaning the device, disconnect the AC adapter (26) from the power socket.

· Clean the casing using a damp cloth.

· Do not use aggressive cleaning agents.

· Do not use any chemicals (e.g. petrol, alcohol, etc.) to clean the casing.

· If the device is not going to be used for a prolonged period, we recommend that you stored it in the original box.
